NHCSS POLICY FOR SELECTION OF WORKSHOPS FOR THE ANNUAL CONFERENCE

· A balance of workshops is necessary.



-Workshops should be provided in civics, economics, geography, US history and world history. It is 



  desirable to include behavioral sciences and Advanced Placement.



-Workshops should be provided for elementary, middle and secondary teachers.

· Areas of need as established by the executive board should be given a priority (i.e. integrating SS and LA.)

· What is the quality of proposal (clarity & completeness)?

· Is orientation of workshop interactive/hands on? Will handout be provided?

· Is workshop different from workshops given in the last year or two? (Variety is important.)

· Has presenter given workshops in past and how were past workshops evaluated by participants?

What role should sponsorship by a known NH organization (e.g. NH Bar- LRE, Geographic Alliance, NH Humanities, World Affairs Council, etc.) play in workshop selection?

Sponsorship should be considered, but it in no way makes acceptance assured. Sponsoring groups should not expect too many of their proposals to be accepted. The selection criteria are important, especially the quality of the presenter if they have done previous workshops and not submitting the same workshop year after year. (An exception to the latter could be made if the organization is making a significant contribution to the conference work.)

Presenters that have promising proposals should be contacted to see if they are willing to change their proposal.

(Timeline for this to be decided by the selection committee.)

One or two presenters should be contacted to see if they are willing to be stand-by presenters in case a presentation is canceled.

Letters or emails should be sent out before the end of the school year to all presenters who submitted proposals.

Presenters with good proposals that were rejected should be asked if they would present the following year and record of these should be kept.
